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Scholarship Requirements:

Awards must be used within one year of receipt at an accredited trade or technical school.

Scholarships will be paid directly to the school (trade or technical school) and must be applied to tuition, books,
and room and board. Scholarships cannot be exchanged for cash and are non-renewable.

Students who have received financial aid from other sources (excluding loans) equal to or exceeding the cost of
attending the school of their choice are ineligible to receive the Melvin D. Lubert Scholarship for Technical
Schools scholarship.
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Selection of Scholarship Recipients:

An independent panel of judges, appointed by Franklin Park Borough Council, will review all applications received.
The panel will select up to two (2) Melvin D. Lubert Scholarships for Technical Schools to be awarded to students
attending an accredited trade or technical school. Up to two (2) scholarships will be selected for qualified Jr.
Firefighters either from the Franklin Park Community Scholarship and/or the Melvin D. Lubert Scholarship for
Technical Schools applications. The remaining scholarships will be awarded based on community service, academic
and other criteria.

Franklin Park Borough will award up to two (2) $1,500 scholarships to be used for the 2026/2027 academic year.
